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Epiphany of the Lord
   Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,
Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord. The word Epiphany means manifestation or revelation. On this feast, the Church proclaims that Jesus is revealed not only to Israel, but to the whole world. This is beautifully shown in the visit of the Magi—wise men from the East—who came searching for the newborn King. Though they were not Jews, their hearts were open to God’s light. As the prophet Isaiah says, “Nations shall walk by your light, and kings by your shining radiance” (Isaiah 60:3).
The Magi were sincere seekers. They left their comfort, faced difficulties, and followed the star. St John Chrysostom reminds us that they came from far away to honor Christ, while many chosen  to Him failed to recognize Him. Their journey teaches us that God reveals Himself to those who truly seek Him.
The gifts they offered were full of meaning: gold for Christ the King, frankincense for Christ our God, and myrrh pointing to His suffering and death. As St Gregory the Great explains, even in the crib, Jesus is revealed as King, Lord, and Savior.
Sadly, even today, many modern “Herod’s” feel threatened by Christ. Faith is often pushed aside, mocked in media, or treated as outdated. As reverence fades, churches are closed or sold—not because Christ has failed, but because faith has grown cold. Dear friends, Epiphany calls us to be like the Magi: to seek Christ sincerely, worship Him humbly, and offer Him our best. Let us not be ashamed of our faith but boldly proclaim Jesus as our Lord and Savior. 🌟 Fr. Bihu Mathew
