 Why should I observe Ash Wednesday???
Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of Lent, the 40-day penitential season preparing us for Easter. On this day, blessed ashes—made from the burned palms of last year’s Palm Sunday—are placed on the forehead as a sign of repentance, humility, and our need for God’s mercy. The minister says: “Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return,” or “Repent, and believe in the Gospel.”
How to observe Ash Wednesday?
 Ash Wednesday is a day of fasting and abstinence. Catholics ages 18–59 are to fast (one full meal and two smaller meals), and all Catholics 14 and older are to abstain from meat. Though not a Holy Day of Obligation, the faithful are strongly encouraged to participate in the liturgy. (It’s our tradition.) The day sets the tone for Lent’s three pillars: prayer, fasting, and almsgiving, calling us to sincere conversion of heart.
