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From the Pastor's Desk.     Pentecost Sunday
Dear Friends in Jesus Christ, today is the Feast of Pentecost. The word Pentecost comes from the Greek word pentēkostē, which literally means "fiftieth." It is the 50th day after Easter Sunday. Pentecost is also called as the "Birthday of the Church." 
 We see in the Gospel of John (20:19-23) that the disciples were locked in the upper room, hiding in total fear. Completely crushed by past failures and uncertain of their future, they were interrupted when Jesus suddenly appeared right through those locked doors. He greeted them saying, “Shalom aleichem”—"Peace be with you." Jesus then commissioned them, saying, "As the Father has sent me, so I send you." When he had said this, he breathed on them and said, "Receive the Holy Spirit."
Why is the Holy Spirit so necessary? Without the Spirit, our lives become miserable. We wander off track, fall into deep sadness, lose our sensitivity to sin, and feel completely empty.
King David knew the danger of losing the Holy Spirit very well. After committing the terrible sins of adultery and murder, he realized he had fetched the wrath of God. He was terrified that God might take the Holy Spirit away from him, just as God did to Saul.
When Saul first became king, he was humble and deeply connected to God. But as the pressures of the throne grew, he got too busy expanding his kingdom. He had no time for God and relied entirely on his own strength. That spiritual drift cost him everything. Once the Spirit left Saul, a "distressing" or "tormenting" spirit took over. Saul spent the rest of his life gripped by intense paranoia, explosive anger, and deep depression (1 Samuel 16:14).

Pastor’s Desk continued   David watched this heartbreaking collapse of Saul firsthand. He wasn't just worried about losing his crown; he was terrified that Saul’s tragic fate would happen to him too. That’s why David practically begs God, we read in Psalm 51:11,  “Please, don’t take your Holy Spirit away from me!” He knew the value of Holy Spirit and what happens if he loses the holy Spirit.
When we lose that active connection with the Holy Spirit, a dark, wicked spirit of fear and anxiety moves right into that empty space—just like what happened to King Saul. Our hearts hardens and our consciences go numb. Saint Paul warns us about this danger in Ephesians 4:19, "They have lost all sensitivity and have abandoned themselves to licen-tiousness, greedy to practice every kind of impurity."
That is why Pentecost is such great news! Jesus gives us His peace to heal our past, and the Holy Spirit to guide our future. He gives us the peace, strength, and confidence to face whatever comes on our way, just as He gave to His disciples who were hiding in fear and uncertainty in life.
So, dear friends, let’s keep the Holy Spirit active in our hearts every day and enjoy the peace that Jesus gives us!  May the good Lord bless you and your families, protecting you from all possible dangers. Amen.
